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Dear Friends,

“Trick or treat?” Today those words imply annoying knocks on the door by children who have watched American films. They come dressed up as witches, devils or as Count Dracula, complete with blood and fangs. In fact, the more gory, the better. Later on there may be a party where hollowed-out pumpkins will serve as candle holders, their devilish faces smiling mockingly at everyone. It all seems to be a rampant celebration of evil, to the extent that some churches have begun to launch campaigns against Halloween and many schools ban anything to do with what is seen as a pagan festival.

The problem is that this little winter festival has been detached from its Christian roots, as have so many other events which mark not only the Christian but also the secular calendar. The shenanigans surrounding Halloween have a noble origin and were supposed to be a parable for communities about the afterlife- nothing to do with vampires and bloodletting. The 1st and 2nd of November are the celebrations in which we as Christians are reminded that what Jesus accomplished by his resurrection is waiting as a reward for all his disciples. The 1st of November is All Saints’ Day. It is an opportunity for us to remember all saints and martyrs, known and unknown, throughout Christian history, who have triumphed by their lives and examples and shine before us as models of discipleship. They have won the race, they have finished the course. Theirs is the reward of heaven. They have been given a great “treat”.

On 2nd November (or the 3rd if the 2nd is a Sunday) we celebrate All Souls’ Day. We pray for those who have died and await the resurrection. We pray that they may be forgiven the sins they committed and be given the reward of heaven by God. Here many of us remember those who were not obvious examples of saintliness, who were ordinary human beings with all their frailties and inconsistencies. We hope and pray that they will not have been “tricked” by the devil so much in this lifetime that they lose the “treat” of heaven in the next.

Halloween, the eve of All Hallows’ (from “hallow”, meaning “saint, holy person”), or All Saints’ Day, is celebrated on the night of 31st October. In years gone by, it was a time when opportunity was given to the living to be reminded of what awaited in the afterlife: a trick from the devil or a treat from God.

But nowadays at Halloween it somehow always seems much more fun, both spiritually and physically, to dress up as devils and witches than as angels and saints. Even the word “wicked” has come to mean something highly wonderful in modern slang. I doubt if anyone going around trick or treating knows what it is really all about. It certainly does seem that Halloween is a celebration of the wicked. Perhaps we should always respond with a treat to those who knock on our doors, to emphasise that tricks will never overcome treats.

But we can also ask ourselves the deeper question: is a trick or treat awaiting me? How do I measure up as a disciple of Jesus? Is there a good deal of tidying up in my life which I need to attend to? What is there that I need to repent of and ask pardon for?

“Trick or treat?” Remember, God always wants to treat us. Remember all the great saints who are there to inspire us and pray for us. And, remember that we too can inspire others and pray for them by our own examples.
